to its completion.

A complete canvas of every building in the city was made by
experienced persons who do nothing else the year around.

We wish to call attention to the fact that owing to the
length of time since the last edition it was unusually difficult
to locate those whose present abiding places were unknown at
residence given in the last directory and that to avoid possible
omissions because of this a third canvas was taken in search
for these missing persons.

Hereafter this publication will be issued annually at a certain
time in the year, exact date to be announced later. By this
system a fairly up-to-date directory will be available at all times.
The publishers would appreciate any suggestions that would
increase the value of this directory.

At the suggestion of prominent citizens a complete census of
the population was taken with the result that 15,362 names
were recorded. This is 714 more than the Goverment census.
It is probable that with the same industrial conditions as
obtained a year ago that fully 16,000 persons would have been
located. As is well known there has been an exodus of unem-
ployed back to the farms and this applies to Geneva as well as
other cities.

That information about Geneva will be diffused all over this
section of the United States through the medium of this Direc-
tory is something the importance of which should not be over-
looked by the business men and property owners. The com-
pilers of this publication are members of the Association of
North American Directory Publishers and through this Asso-
ciation the Geneva Directory will be exchanged with other
cities. A Directory Library will be installed at the Chamber
of Commerce rooms for the free use of the public.
