Court bench in 1937, Justice 
Van Voorhis wUl succed Justice 
Allred H. Townl~y of New 
New York, Democrat who is 
retiring because of the 70-year 
age Hmit. Appointments to the 
Appellate Division are for five· 
year terms, but Justice Van 
Voorhis' bench term ends Dec. 
31 , 1950, so he will have only 
four years t<l serve on his 
present term. 

As a member of the Appel­
late Division, First Department, 
Justice Van Voorhis will rp,­
ceive $27,000 a year. Supreme 
Cour justices in New York are 
.paid $25,000 a year plus $2;000 
for servi,ng on the Appellate 
Divisi<ln bench. In upstate New 
York, including the Fourth De­
partment , whiCh taKes in Ro­
chester, justi~_ get $15,000 

. :plus $2,000 'for Appellate Div­
ision service. 

Scholarly soft·spoken, 49· 
yeard-old Justice Van Voorhis ' 
is bhe youngest member of tlie 
Supreme Court, in the Seventh 
Judicia' District. In 1944 he ran 
on the RepUblican ticket for 
Court of Appeals but was de.' 
feated in the Democratic pres· 
idential landslide by Judge 
Marvin R. Dye. 

The only way that Justice 
Van Voorhis can be replaced 
heer is by specia llegisLation 
oreating a new Supreme Court 
judgeship. Actually, he is .till 
a member of the Sevenbh Ju· 
dicial District bench.

• 1941. 

Ned H. Dearborn, council 
president, estimated thai 4,000 
lives were saved by a vigorous 
nation-wide safety campaign 
launched by Bresident Tru­
,man's Highway Safety Confer­
ence. If the traffic death rate 
for the first foul' mon ths of 
the year had continued, he said, 
the total would have been about 
36,000. 

'However," he declared, "1 
don' t call a trafflic death toll of 
34,000 much of a success story." 

Jiew York City had the high­
ellt t.ruIffic death rate, with 10 9 
dea'ths for each 10,000 regi~­
ter~ vehicles.

When the armored 
force was organized, he was 
assigned to the F irst Armored 
Division and went overseas with 
the first American troops to go 
to Europe. He served in Ireland, 
England and in the North Afri­
can invasion. being among the 
first to land at Oran. While 
figh t ing through the ,Algerian 
and Tunisian campaigns, he had 
five tl\nks shot from under him 
and was wounded four times. 

He received the Purple Heart, 
with three Clusters: the Silver 
Star and the DSC for extra­
ordinary heroism at Tebourba, 
the "first such medal to be 
awarded in the E u r 0 pea n 
Theatre during World War II. 
After his fourth wound he was 
hospitalized for a period of two 
years, during which time he be­
came interested in the Disabled 
American Veterans.
