SUDDEN POWER IS DANGEROUS! 
lAr e congratulate the worliers of America on 

gaining any concessions from Capital that will 
make for the betterment of the conditions under 
,,;hich the laborer works. 

On all fronts and in all lines, Labor is making 
important gains. The various Labor organiza­
tions loom bright on the political front as po­
tential powers in forthcoming elections. __ 

Whether or not Labor can accomplish the 
bright destiny towards which it seems headed, 
will depend greatly on how it receives, and use 
to its advantage, this constantly growing power. 
Power too easily acquired is apt to be very heady 
stuff, and the phrase, "drunk with power" is a 
very expressive one. It expresses very neatly ' 
what happens to those people or organizations, 
who gain power faster than they learn how to 
use it. They become intoxicated with their own 
strength, and forget the end towards which they 
are working. History is filled with glaring ex­
amples of this. 

Power in itself means little. The uses to which 
we put our power mean much. In the case of 
Labor. It shoul honestly and ceaslessly strive to­
wards the betterment of the workers; not to­
wards vague and illusory "ism." 

WOMEN DRINKING AT BARS 
Of all the problems presented by the repeal 

of prohibition, perhaps the most serious is the 
probtem of women drinkers at the bar. For ages 
past, the bar-room has been considel'ed essential­
ly a man's place. It is' the one last refuge of the 
male . ' .. a place \vhere a -man can talk to men in 
meR's language: With women at the bar this is 
now impossible. 
. One' instance particularly comes to mind in 

this connection. A young couple who had been 
married but a short time, stepped to a bar to 
have a drink. \Vhile standing at the bar, the 
bride was hailed by a male acquaintance with an 
offer of a drink. This, though perhaps innocent 
enough in itself, caused such an unpleasant situa­
tion that the couple were at swords' points for 
several days after. 

Owners of bars do not feel justified in most 
cases in refusing to serve women standing at a 
bar_ We suggest that the women themselves take 
this situation in hand. By refusing to drink at 
a bar, they will not only make a better showing 
for themselves, but they will also enhance the re­
gard their male escorts feel towards them.

. ~Ir. Plews plans to remodel the three story 
bUlJdmg that now serves the organization as 
headquarters, and construct a dormitory and 
center for needy clients. There is an average of 
four people in each family the V.olunteers aid; 
and at present he is caring for fifty-two families 
regularly. Besides these, who may be considered 
more or less a permanent load, the bus lines and 
police headquarters send him many cases of 
stranded families from time to time. 

Last year, though the organization was able 
to do much good, the need for money to carryon 
prope.rly the work for the coming months is very 
pressmg'.
