Northwest Renewal Plan 
Advanced By 'Democrats 

Councilman Henry E. Gillette, Northwest District Democrat, intro­
duced at last night's City Council meeting a resolution that will speed 
plans for a 737-acre Northwest General Neighborhood Renewal Plan 
aimed at halting blighting influences in this predominantly residential 
area. 

His resolution follows unani­
mous Council adoption on Feb. 
14 of his ordinance authorizing 
consulting services for prepara­
tion of an application for Federal 
assistance and preliminary sur­
veys by City staff. 

The acreage is bounded on the 
south oy me New York Central 
Railroad, on the east by the Gen­
esee River, on the north by por­
tions of Campbell, Felix, Emer­
son and Bloss streets, Lyell Ave­
nue and Edgerton Park, and on 
the west by portions of Ames, 
Child, Cameron and Backus Sts. 

"What we're really interested 
in is preserving and strengthen­
ing some of Rochester's finest 
neighborhoods," G i 11 e t t e said. 
"The residents of the Northwest 
take a great deal of pride in their 
neighborhoods, and I share that 
pride as a lifelong resident. This 
Administration will continue to 
provide the leadership necessary 
for civic improvement. 

"The focal point of the program 
will be civic pride coupled with 
massive public improvement. This 
combination willfree land for more 
suitable uses, while expanding such 
necessities as recreation areas, 
schools, river frontages, etc. The 
opportunity for commercial and 
industrial expansion for the bene­
fit of the area, not its detriment, 
w111 be enhanced through a new 
land use plan.

For as long as any of us in this 
area can remember, a trip to the 
zoo has always meant a brief 
journey across the river to Seneca 
Park. 1bose of us who have looked 
forward to the day when a new and 
modern zoo would rise in Seneca 
Park have been frustrated by the 
r ecent debates between city and 
county - and even more so by the 
increasing talk of moving the zoo 
to some distant point in the county. 

I firmly believe that the zoo 
should remain In Seneca Park, 
and that a new zoo should be built 
there by the county. Since the 
county needs title to the land for 
purposes of a bond issue, the city 
should be willing to provide this -
not for any million dollars, but for 
a reasonable price which would be 
fair to both parties. The important 
thing is that some action should be 
taken NOW to insure the zoo's 
remaining in Seneca Park, close to 
the children of our district and 
centrally 1 o cat e d for ALL the 
county's children. 

A new zoo in Seneca Park could 
well serve as the key to an entire 
project of river beautification for 
this section of the Genesee. The 
river bank is one of our greatest 
natural assets, yet litUe or nothing 
has been proposed by way of im­
proving and beautifying this stretch 
of it. The time has come for a 
concerted effort by city and county, 
working together, to clean up the 
polluted river and make it a thing 
of true beauty - perhaps taking

advantage of some of the private 
beautification plans which have 
recently been offered by local 
architectural societies. The im­
portant thing is to show some 
INTEREST in the problem, to end 
the attitude of negative thinking 
and lack of enthusiasm on the part 
of city officials. 

One more problem in this area 
of the city needs to be mentioned, 
and that is Driving Park Bridge. 
Long a problem to traffic engineers 
and safety people alike, this bridge 
is admittedly unsafe for truck 
traffic. Congestion caused by its 
narrow two- lane width often causes 
traffic to back up as far as Driving 
Park and Dewey Ave. &:>mething 
must be done to improve this situ­
ation, to replace the Driving Park 
span with a modern bridge designed 
for modern traffic conditions in 
the area. If the city is unwilling or 
ULcl>lc to face the realities of 
::>ridge conditions at Driving Park 
(and stutson street tool) then it 
is time for the county to take over 
the operation and upkeep of all 
bridges over the Genesee. 

Next time I'll go into some other 
city- wide problems, and comment 
a bit on how the tax burden for 
improvements can (and should) be 
shared m o r e equitably by he 
people of the entire county.

abuses of junkyard operators. 
Their recommendations deserve 
attention and support". 

The amendments would: 
(1) Prohibit all junkyard burning 
until the state drafts and enforces 
air pollution regulations. 
(2) Require the erection of a solid 
masonry wall around all iunkyards. 
(3) Limit junkyard storage! piles 
to a height no higher than the sur­
rounding fence or wall (which must 
be at least 8 feet) and require that 
all piles be at least 25 feet from 
any building or wall. 
(4) Require the ZOning Adminis­
trator to inspect all junkyards at 
least once every three months and 
to maintain a central records file 
of all such inspections and of all 
complaints, violations and reports 
concerning junkyards and the act­
ion taken thereon.

More than 2,000 residential 
structures can be rehabilitated.

'Ibe amendments, which were 
sent to committee, sought to pro­
hibit all burning pending drafting 
of state regulations; require erec­
tion of masonry walls; limit stor­
age piles to the height of walls and 
require they be at least 25 feet 
from the walls; require periodic 
inspections by the Zoning Admin­
istrator and maintenance of a cen­
tral records file open to the public 
for inspection, and creat.e a non­
partisan Advisory Board on Junk­
yards to insure full enforcement 
and follow through on complaints. 

Councilman May paid warm tri­
bute to the neighborhood associa­
tions --UNITE, FRIEND, EDGER­
TON, MAPLEWOOD, DRIVE and 
ACTION- -for their "patient and 
tenacious efforts to strengthen" 
the ordinances. "'They demonstra­
ted the v a 1 u e of neighborhood 
groups by forcing additional study 
of City Hall's original proposals 
and by achieving important im­
provements in negotiations with 
the city administration", May said. 

''I only regret", he added, •<that 
the improvements didn't go far 
enough and that my efforts to add 
strengthening amendments were 
thwarted. It's a shame to ha·ve ex­
pended all this effort and then come 
up with statutes which raise the 
hopes of residents, but may not 
offer sufficent safeguards against 
the blighting effect of junkyards." 

May said he would continue his 
efforts to insure adequate protec­
tion for residents around the junk­
yards. 

On Urban Renewal 
A joint statement issued by 1 

Councilman Henry E. Gillette, and 
William Malley as well as William 
Denne, administrator of Urban 
Renewal, addressed to the neigh­
borhood associations of Northwest 
Rochester, reads as follows: 

"As a result of the City Coun­
cil's approval of an application 
for planning funds for the North­
west General Neighborhood Re­
newal Plan, we are beginning to 
work toward studies that will pre­
serve and strengthen the residen­
tial neighborhoods of the North­
west area of the City. 

"These plans will combine mas­
sive public improvements - - new 
streets, new sewer and water 
mains, new schools, new recrea­
tional facilities, new curbing and 
sidewalks, new street lighting, etc. 
- - - with rehabilitation of exist­
ing structures and the removal of 
blighting influences throughout the 
area. 

"The emphasis will be on pre­
servation, not on clearance. There 
will be no bulldozer approach in 
this area.

FOR A NUMBER of years this has been one of his 
main interests. Local laws hove been insufficient, 
but some progress has been mode by his direct 
appeal to industries involved. Examples of this ore 
the DuPont Company's switch from soft cool to gas 
and the Dynocolor Corp. no longer burning film in an 
outside incinerator . However, there ore still viola­
tors in our area causing dilemma to the housewife 
in the form of black soot which finds its way into 
the home. The man of the house also has prob lems 
of scrubbing porches and excessive pointing, which 
is not only expensive but exasperating. In addition 
to this the populace of the area must breathe all 
this contamination into its lungs. 

NOW IS THE TIME for action. The State Health 
Dept. has passed new lows that con be very efficient 
if money is spent on a county level to enforce and 
supplement the lows. We seem to hove money for 
everything else including million dollar swimming 
pools, millions for pork lands, millions for airport 
expansion but nothing for air pollution control. The 
new air pollution control code as proposed by Dr . 
Ames , County Health Director in cooperation with the 
State should be extended even further than he proposes. 
As Wayne Harri s noted it seems to point to the little 
guy who burns leaves and not the big guy industries 
who cause most of the problems. Dr . Ames suggestion 
that the State con do the sampling with the technical 
devices needed the same day as requested is wishful 
thinking. These devices and technicians should be 
available on the local level so the problems can be 
dealt with as they come up. 

THE N. Y. STATE Action for Clean Air Comm. also 
agrees that the manpower and equipment is not avai l­
able locally, but to do the job this is necessary. 
People in terested in this problem ore urged to join 
with Ray at the next Clean Air Committee meeting and 
express their views .

Blaine Amendment 
In Local Limelight 

At least two meetings concerned 
with the Blaine Amendment have 
been held here within the last ten 
days, one at Holy Rosary on Oct. 9 
and the other last night at No. 41 
School. (A report on the Holy Ro­
sary meeting is presented herewith 
but the No. 41 meeting occured 
alter this newspaper bad been 
mailed). 

Two Con Con delegates agreed at 
the Holy Rosary meeting which was 
attended by about 200 parishioners 
that the new constitution should be 
adopted. Assemblyman Charles F. 
stockmeister and County Manager 
Gordon A. Howe both urged a "yes" 
vote for the constitution and speci­
fically endorsed repeal of the 
Blaine Amendment which prohibits 
use of public funds for private 
schools. A third speaker, Dr. J. 
Kenneth O'Loane, also pleaded for 
the Blaine repeal. 

Dr. O'Loane, who resides in 
Seneca Pkwy. and is a prominent 
member of Sacred Heart Cathed­
ral, claimed that the Blaine Amend­
ment is strangulating God-center­
ed schools; that it is encouraging 
state monoploy in education; that 
it is more restrictive than the 
First Amendment; that it does not 
recognize the contributions to edu­
cation made by the private schools; 
and that it violates religious free­
dom. 

The 1200 children being educated 
at Sacred Heart , he cited as an 
example of the justice of the case 
for state support of parochial sch­
ools, means a saving each year of 
a million dollars to the city and 
county. 

Dr. O'Loane was scheduled to 
share the No. 41 platform last 
night with Melvin Buetens who 
f a v o r s retention of the Blaine 
Amendment. Mayor Frank T. Lamb 
and Gordon Howe were to discuss 
the general concepts of the Con 
Con, especially on education. No. 7 
School principal Ben Richardson 

·was moderator.

AI Sigl Center To House 
7 Rehabilitation Units 

'The question most frequently 
asked during the course of the 
Al Sigl Center Building Fund cam­
paign is: "Why was the building 
started before the campaign ever 
got under way?" 

This is the Al Sigl Center for 
Rehabilitation Age n c i e s that is 
more than half completed on its 
site at South and Elmwood Ave. 
It will bouse seven Rochester Com­
munity Chest Agencies that provide 
rehabilitation services to the phy­
sically and mentally handicapped. 

'The answer is simple, according 
to Dewitt Pike, campaign chair­
man. Last summer, Federal and 
New York State grants of 
$1,600,000 were available from 
that year's budget. Meanwhile, the 
Community Chest had set aside 
1967 as the year for the capital 
fund drive. 

A condition of the government 
grants was that contractE: must 
be let by June 30, 1966, if the 
funds were to be paid out of that 
fiscal period. Also, the condition 
of the physical plants of the ex­
isting facilities in many instances 
are obsolescent and in need of 
extensive repairs. 'Ib try to uti­
lize these buildings any longer than \ 
was absolutely necessary would be 
expensive and a case of wasting 
money needlessly.

More than 2,000 volunteers will 
ultimately be involved in the effort 
to raise a minimum of $2,000,000 
to help finance the construction 
costs that are estimated at 
$3,800,000. The other $2,000,000 
will come from the sale of real 
estate now owned by several of 
the agencies. 

'Ibis concept of one center de­
signed specifically for serving the 
handicapped is unique in that it 
will eliminate much costly dupli­
cation of facilities and transpor­
tation between agencies for those 
who require the services of 
several. 

Also, its location near Strong 
Memorial Hospital and the Univer­
sity of Rochester School of Med­
icine and Dentistry will make it 
possible to enrich the cooperative 
programs carried on by the agen­
cies with these institutions.

The county must take over the 
financing of various city depart­
ments which benefit the county as 
a whole, spreading the costs over 
a larger group. Only then can the 
city begin to meet some of its 
pressing needs - such as a more 
~>ouitable wage for its police and 
firemen.

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Polical Forum Throws 
Light On Voting Issues 

By F. R. Metzinger 

The political forum at Dewey Ave. Presbyterian Church last Sunday 
night turned out to be another lively affair and far from a dull evening 
for some 200 or more local residents. Thirteen candidates exchanged 
views and answered questions from the audience and the forum which 
has now become an annual tradition appears to have won the approval 
of all political leaders as well as the general public. 

The fact that a number of can-
didates not invited to participate 
were in the audience- and several 
of them did manage to get into the 
discussions - indicates that the old 
fashioned, but revived town meet­
ing idea is still popular . 

The debate was quite heated 
several times during the 90 min­
ute session, but moderator Randy 
Mack, r epresenting the sponsor ing 
Church Society Committee, kept it 
well in hand. Rivals fo r public 
office who have been sparing no 
punches in the 1967 campaign were 
still per sistent in their opposition 
to each other' s ideas, but kept 
their emotions under control.

The minor ity parties were re­
presented by three Liberals and 
two Conservatives who sometimes 
agreed with one or the other of the 
Republicans or Democrats - of 
whom there were four each. How­
ever, one Liberal, Gordon Kelso 
took particular delight in needling 
both John DeCesare (R) and Andr ew 
Celli (D) fo r similar ity of views 
on s everal issues and accused 
them of following thedictatesof the 
party bosses. All three ar e running 
for the Northwest District Council 
seat. 

After a fai rly calm opening in 
which each speaker took four min­
utes to outline his or his par ty' s 
views, the one minute r ebuttals 
generally produced some fire ­
wor ks. But the heat was on when 
questions fro m the floor were 
entertained. SUbjects ranged wid­
ely, from night meetings for the 
County Legislature as advocated 
by the Democrats to low cost 
housing in the LaGrange Ave. area; 
from junk yards to urban r enewal 
in the Third Ward; from involun­
tary busing (to which nearly every­
one seemed to be opposed) to the 
neighborhood school concept, etc. 

The two candidates for the North­
east Council post got into a dis­
cussion over time lags in con­
str uction. Jerry Clifford (R) point­
ed out that under the Republican 
administ ration, Mid-town was built 
in three years, whereas the "Gen­
esee Crossroads dust bowl" drag­
ged s ince 1961 and just now is

getting under way. Council man Ur­
ban Kress (D) countered with a 
r ecitation of thefactthat some 50 
million dollars worth of construc­
tion projects ar e now emerging 
from the dust with more to come. 

John Bitely (C) running for 
School Board was critical of the 
Board of Education for hiring out­
side architect s " when we have a 
qualified local ar chitact and assis­
tants in an office that costs $85,000 
a year to do that work". Mrs. 
Dorothy Phillips (R), and Charles 
Whitake r (L) were cr itical of 
school board actions and Dr. LOuis 
Cerulli (D) seeking re- election 
answered, but this was the mildest 
part of the evening. 

Emin Vs. '\Pilon 
County Legislator John Hoff (R), 

whose district is in Greece, was the 
lead-off for the Republicans, citing 
mostly the wor k of the county law­
making body. This subject became 
quickly controversial when Greg 
Erwin (D) interjected the thought 
that Robert Neilon (R) majority 
leader of the County Legislature, 
whom Greg is opposing in the 29th 
District, had never voted " no" in 
four years on the b oard and on 
1500 questions. Neilon asked for 
the privilege of answer ing and 
r eplied that as majority leader he 
was always presenting measures 
which he himself approved and 
therefore could not consistently do 
otherwise than vote for them. 

Raymond Margrett (D) who is 
running for County Legislator in 
the 28th District presented the case 
for the Democratic party and 
Ronald Bertie (C) spoke for the 
Conser vatives. Bertie is runniJ\g 
for the legislature in the 4tb Dis­
trict. John Flint (C) candidate for 
Northeast Councilman, completed 
the speaker list. Former Tenth 
Ward Supervisor Jeff Wilkin, 
speaking from the floor, suggested 
one day and one night meeting each 
month might be a good comprise 
for the county Legislature.

Counting Calories? 
If you have been substituting 

margarine for butter in the hope 
of consuming fewer calories, stop 
now, says Martha K. Papp1 home 
economist. The caloric content of 
butter and margarine are equiv­
alent nutritionally and both will 
provide you with about 100 calories 
per tablespoon, she points out. 

The pro motion of so-called 
"whipped" margarines may have 
caused some of the confusion, in 
her opinion. She continues: 

"The caloric value of a pound 
of whipped margarine is the same 
as that of a pound of regular mar­
garine. But, because you eat less 
fat in a s erving of whipped mar­
garine versus regular margarine, 
the calories are naturally less. 
"The manufacturing process for 
a whipped product provides a 
larger volume per pound so that 
each serving, determined by size, 
not by weight, contains fewer cal­
ories."

Counting Calories? 
If you have been substituting 

margarine for butter in the hope 
of consuming fewer calories, stop 
now, says Martha K. Papp1 home 
economist. The caloric content of 
butter and margarine are equiv­
alent nutritionally and both will 
provide you with about 100 calories 
per tablespoon, she points out. 

The pro motion of so-called 
"whipped" margarines may have 
caused some of the confusion, in 
her opinion. She continues: 

"The caloric value of a pound 
of whipped margarine is the same 
as that of a pound of regular mar­
garine. But, because you eat less 
fat in a s erving of whipped mar­
garine versus regular margarine, 
the calories are naturally less. 
"The manufacturing process for 
a whipped product provides a 
larger volume per pound so that 
each serving, determined by size, 
not by weight, contains fewer cal­
ories."

Tips For Mailing 
Holiday Packages 

Mrs. Martha K. Papp, Coopera­
tive Extension home economist, 
offers the following suggestions 
for mailing holiday packages: 
1. Protect a carefully-made bow 
by circling it with a collar of 
cardboard or corrugated paper, 
2. Make the package mail-proof 
by putting it in a corrugated card­
board box for mailing or covering 
all four sides with corrugated 
paper, If the outer box is too big, 
make your package fit by fitting 
crushed tissue or newspaper all 
around it, 
3. Wrap the box in strong paper 
that will take the wear and tear of 
the mails, 
4, Tie securely with heavy twine 
both ways. 
5, Address mail completely and 
legibly, using zip codes, A void 
abbreviations as much as possible, 
Always indicate your return ad­
dress. Have the addressee's as 
well as your own address on the 
inside of package in case wrap­
pings are torn. 
6. If contents are fragile, be sure 
to use a "Fragile - Handle with 
Care" label, 
7. Mail your package early. Allow 
at least three weeks to a month in 
this high postal volume season.

Snow, ice, and bitterly cold winds 
may soon bring us another of win­
ter's painful and sometimes dan­
gerous 'tricks'--frostbite. 

Al Justus, director of Safety 
Services for the local Red Cross 
Chapter, says frostbite can occur, 
unnoticed, to hands, feet, ears, 
or nose of anyone outdoors in the 
bitter weather. 

"It occurs to the extremities 
of the body, where there is lim­
ited blood circulation," explained 
Justus. Frostbite is recognizable 
and painful, but unless it's a se­
vere case it can be treated ef­
fectively at home." 

He said mild frostbite causes 
the skin to become reddened (later 
changing to white or grayish-yel­
low), numb, and cold. The best 
treatment is to cover the area 
with a loosely wrapped wool scarf 
or sweater and get indoors. 

"Don't stay outside, or rub the 
area or press snow against it," 
warned Justus. He said rubbing 
can injure the skin and tear the 
underlying tissue. Once indoors, 
Justus said, the frozen area will 
thaw and begin to ache. 
should be covered by earmuffs 
(even under a hood), particularly 
the ears of young children. The 
popular knitted ski caps cover 
the entire head and have small 
openings for the eyes and mouth. 

"Don't stay outdoors too long, 
particularly if you are damp or 
if ther e's a wind. On a cold day, 
wind speeds the fr eezing and you 
can be frostbitten before you rea­
lize it," said Justus.

We're At The Crossroads 
The enormous increase voted by Congress and effective 

next Jan. 7 in third class postoffice rates is unprecedented in 
history, but it reflects the mood of Washington. The U.S.A. is 
on an inflation "kick" with no end in sight. 

Any doubt as to how this trend affects the small business 
man has long since been dispelled. Big business does not 
necessarily endorse inflation, but it can contend with it---and 
even profit by it by simply raising prices. The little fellow 
closes his doors and goes looking for a job. 

Neighborhood newspapers such as Th e Vicinity Post and 
Tenth Ward Courier, the smallest units in the publishing field, 
face a real challenge in the 25% increase next month for third 
class mail and in the further escalation to 40% in 1969. 

Delivery has been the biggest item in our budget ever 
since we went to the mails. Believe it or not, it costs more to 
moil this paper to you, our readers, than it does to compose and 
print it. We have unfortunately been forced to stay in third 
class because for 40 years we have delivered the Post and 
Courier to you FREE OF CHARGE. If you were off paid sub­
scribers, we could qualify for second class and thereby would 
be subsidized by the government to the tune of thousands of 
dollars ANNUALLY. Second class rates are extended to Time, 
Life, Saturday Evening Post and other notional magazines, as 
well as to suburban and small town weeklies.

Congress refuses to recognize that neighborhood news­
papers merit some classification other than "junk mail".

Effective in Janua ry we will raise our advertising rate by 
approximately 70%. Incidentally this will be our first over-all 
increase in over three years. 

ON PAGE 7 7 WE ARE announcing a Voluntary Subscription 
plan, similar to one which has helped to save many neighbor­
hood newspapers in other cities from closing their doors. This 
plan will enable our readers to pay a nominal $2.00 per year 
to help meet the postage increase. 

We feel that our newspapers have a needed service to 
perform. Our thriving Northwest area, gradually awakening to 
the problems of the times and doing something to preserve its 
heritage, needs a voice. And our small business man also 
needs a voice to save him from complete extinction. 

We have tried to be this voice since 7927 and we hope to 
continue for many years to come. We need your support.

City Planners and Maplewood Assn. 
To Conduct Neighborhood Survey 

The City Planning Bureau is currently conducting a pilot neighborhood 
study in the Maplewood Neighborhood Association area. Tbe study area 
includes about 900 acres with boundries being Ridge Road West, the 
Genesee River, Lexington Ave. and the railroad. Time estimated to 
complete the study is six months to a year. 

During this time the city planners have expressed a desire to keep 
strong neighborhood contact and expect to have a meeting between the 
City Planning Committee and the Maplewood Association on a bi­
monthly basis. 

City planners have divided this 
study into seven basic categories: 

1. goal formation. 
2. complete land use survey. 
3. structural survey. 
4. population. 
5. economics. 
6. community facilities. 
7. traffic and transportation. 
Data from these seven cate-

gories will be analyzed by city 
planners and ultimately utilized as 
guides in future planning of four 1 
major areas: 

1. land use. 
2. programs for deteriorated 
areas. 
3. public facilities and services. 
4. transportation and traffic. 
At a meeting of city planners 

with Maplewood Association mem­
bers held Dec. 5, Richard Glad­
stone, senior planner, and Miss 
Carol Riccardi, assistant planner, 
stressed the population stability of 
the area, noting a high concentra­
tion of young famUies in residence 
and the relatively high median 
income of these families. Also, 
city planners requested active par­
ticipation of Maplewood Associ­
ation members in the collection of 
data for use as an historical back­
ground to be incorporated into the 
study.

POWERS PROPOSES INCREASED PENALTIES 

The increasing crime rate, par­
ticularly those crimes which in­
volve violence and bodily harm, 
cannot be ignored. Many theories 
exist to explain this social pheno­
menon: reaction against authority, 
frustrations over world problems, 
disintegrating home life, and so 
forth. We must attack the root of 
this problem from a long range 
s t a n d p o i n t, but certain actions 
must be taken immediately: crim­
inals who commit crimes with the

aid of firearms must be given 
more severe penalties. 

Frequently a robber who carries 
a gun does not plan to use it, but 
in the excitement of a robbery 
and fear of apprehension, he be­
comes "trigger happyu, resulting 
in the death of his victim. 

I have pre-filed a bill for the 
coming legislative session which 
adds penalties for any crime where 
the criminal is armed. The key 
sections are: 

1. MANDATORY PUNISHMENT, 
Whoever during the commission of 
any robbery, r ape, burglary, kid­
naping, m urder, or voluntary 
manslaughter, uses, carries, or 
is armed with any firearm, is 
guilty of a felony, and shall, in 
addition to the punishment pro­
vided for the crime, be sentenced 
to undergo imprisonment for - -

a) first conviction, not more 
than five years, 
b) second conviction, not more 
than ten years, 
c) third conviction, not more 
than fifteen years, 
d) fourth or subsequent con­
viction, an additional period of 
not more than twenty five years. 

2. ADDED PENAL TIES, 
This secion shall increase but not 
decrease any penalty provided by 
law for committing any of said 
crimes while armed with a fire­
arm.
