WATER WORKS DEPARTMENT.

The original Water Works were begun in July, 1873, and completed in February, 1876. They
embrace two distinct systems:of water distribution from two separate sources. The first or dprineipn.l.
one i the gravity system from Hemlock Lake as source, which now includes two conduits and
254.18 miles of distributing pipe; the second is the Holly System, which derives its supply from the
Genesee River and serves essentially in affording a more efficient fire protection in the central and-
manufacturing districts of the city, the extent of distributing pipe connected therewith being 18.62
miles January 1, 1898.

In 1892 a favorable o portunitg for securing the gro!)erty now occupied for a permanent home
for the Institute occun-es, and a beginning was made in Domestic Science by opening & Cooking
School. This was continued through the years 18934, with the addition of S8ewing, Dressmaking,
Millinery, Laundry Work, and Home Science.

The classes are open to all, without distinction of nationality, sex, creed, or color; 1,878 pupils
have attended the Institute during the year endinﬁ June 1, 1898; 818 of these were in the Department
of Domestic Science; 1,065 in the Department of Industrial and Fine Arts.

The expense of conductinghthe Rochester Athenseum and Mechanics Institute is met chiefly by
voluntary contributions from the citizens of Rochester. The receipts for tuition amount to about
one-half of the expense. Like similar institutions not yet endowed, it depends for support upon the
generosity of those who, with us, are interested in providing the best possible opportunities for those
who are anxious to acquire an industrial and practical education,

‘Whenever & position is to be fllled, the examining Board will notify the applicants on record, or
such number of them as can be conveniently examined, to appear for examination, and appoint-
ments must be made by the a pointin% power after holding a fitness examination of applicants who
have passed the examination held by the commission. The person standing highest on the combined
ratings of the two examinations must be appointed.

Soldiers or sailors serving in the war of the rebellion, having any standing on the list, and
otherwise equally competent, have the preference.
