Route 1. MALONE TO OGDENSBURG, 72 Miles.
Via Potsdam and Canton,
See Map Plates Nos. 15 and 21.

Leave Malone via Main Street west, cross bridge and
proceed straight through North Bangor and Brushton to
Moire, 18 miles. Here at four corners, turn left. One-half
mile beyond turn right, cross R. R, and ascend grade, at top

of which turn right, then bear to the right and continue direct

through Nicholville to Hopkinton. At fork in edge of village
bear right and then Keep to the left through Parishville on
macadam to Potsdam, 43 miles. Here, at end of street turn
left and then curve right across two bridges and proceed
direct to Canton, 54 miles.

Leave Rochester on State Street, north passing under

railroad onto Lake Avenue, At city line leave trolley and bear

to left on macadam onto the Ridge Road and continue direct
through Greece, West Greece, Parma, Garland (still Ridge
Road), through Clarkson, Murray, East Gaines and Childs to
Galnes 34 mlles. Proceed direct through the village and 34
through West Gaines, Oak Orchard, Ridgeway, Jeddo and John-

son Creek, to Hartland, 54 miles. Here turn left and cross canal 20
into Gasport. Here turn right, cross railroad, and just beyond

at fork, bear to right, cross railroad once and canal twice,

and follow canal onto Market Street to Main Street Lock-

port, 64 miles. Follow Main Street west to Pine Street. Turn 10
left onto Pine Street to end of same, then right onto Lincoln
Avenue to its end. Here turn left onto South Transit Street

Follow macadam to
rlght, cross R. R. twice and cross bridge and proceed over
winding road to Scottsville, 12 miles. Do not cross bridge
but turn right on macadam, then cross bridge and immediate-
1y turn left to fork just beyond. Here keep right with wires
past R. R. Station to end of road. Turn left and then take
first right with wires. One and one-half miles beyond turn
left and cross two bridges to Mumford, 19 miles. Here at the
four cornmers turn left and cross R. R. three times to Cale-
donia, 21 miles. At soldiers’ monument turn right on Main
Street, cross R. R. twice and proceed through Lime Rock and
across bridge onto Main Street, Le Roy, 28 miles.

Leave Rochester via Main Street, east, crossing railroad
to North Goodman Street. Turn left on North Goodman
Street to Webster Avenue. Turn right on Webster Avenue to
Bay Street. Turn right on Bay Street and left on Culver
Road. From -Culver Road turn right onto Clifford Street and
continue across bridge over railroad and bridge over Ironde-
quoit Bay, crossing trolley to Ridge Road at West Webster, 8
miles. Turn right at four corners on macadam and follow
Ridge Road through Webster, Fruitland, Ontario, Williamson,
and East Williamstown, crossing trolley twice to Sodus, 31
miles, At end of village bear to right, leaving
trolley through Wallington, Alton and Resort, to Wol-
cott, 44 miles. Turn left across creek Just Dbe-
yond centre of village, then take left-hand road with wires
and follow same to Red Creek. Here at bandstand, curve left,
cross R. R. at Fairhaven and follow wires to Sterling Center,
57 miles. Cross bridge and at once bear right on macadam
to four corners one mile beyond. Here turn left on ma-
cadam to end of road where turn right and follow ma-
cadam through Fruit Valley onto Seneca Street. Turn right
onto Bridge Street, Oswego, 70 miles.

Leave Rochester via Main Street east to Clinton Avenue.
Turn right (south) onto Clinton Avenue to Monroe Avenue.
Bear left onto Monroe Avenue and proceed direct over ma-
cadam road to Pittsford, 7 miles. At four corners turn right
onto Main Street to fork at cemetery. Here bear left over
raflroad direct to Mendon. At four corners, centre of village,
turn left, cross briage, pick up macadam and proceed over
railroad and trolley and again over railroad to end of road.

Pasgs cemetery, follow main road, and cross R. R. twice into
West Henrietta, 8 miles. Keep straight on, cross R. R. and
bridge, then again cross R. R. and curve to the left through
four corners into East Avon.

Leave Canandaigua via Main
Street, which follow to Canandaigua Lake, turning to the left
along the lake shore on the State road through Hopewell to
Flint, 39 miles. One and four-tenths miles beyond Flint, turn
to the right (brick house on southwest corner); follow
straight road, mostly sandy, through Halls Corner and Benton
Centre to Penn Yan, 54 miles.
