JONATHAN CHILD.
THE FIRST MAYOR OF ROCHESTER.

JosaTHAx CHiLp, the first mayor of Rochester, was born in 1785, in Tiylm,
N. H., on the border of the Connecticut River, upon the loothills of the
White Mountains. He was of pure New England parentage and of Puritan
lineage. His ancestors turned their backs upon English intolerance in 1630,
landed in Roxbury, Mass.. and settled at Woodstoek, in the northeastern
corner of Connecticut. Colonel Jonathan Child, his grandfather, and eight
sons, Green Mountain Boys, enlisted as patriot soldiers in the Revolutionary
War and took part in the battles of Lexington, Bunker Hill, in Pennsylvania
and at Lake Champlain. The grandson, Jonathan Child, the subject of this
sketch, gerved his country during the war of 1512, with a commission of
Major, and was present nt the battle of Fort Erie. Mr. Child, on leaving
his New England home, went to Utica and taught school, and thence moving
to West Bloomfield, Ontario county, ou;:ugvfglu mercantile business. He
was alected a member of assembly twice from Ontario county, in 1516 and
1817. He removed from Bloomfield to Charlotte, at the mouth of the Gene-
see River, when he engaged in shipping merchandise to Montreal, When
Rochester was fnumlml%}e removed his business here and made it his resi-
denee through life.  He built the first locks on the Erie Canal, at Lockport,
and when the canal was opened, engaged in the forwarding business, at
Rochester, in the well-remembered uhf Pilot Dine, which, in its day, was of
great repute. ' When Rochester obtained its charter as a city he became the
mayor. Subsequently he filled the position of supervisor in the county.

His life was one of activity, enterprise and productive In:lustrr, and he
contributed much to the growth and prosperity of this city, His labor and
influence were given to all useful and moral objects, and he died, known and
respected by all men, October 27, 15860, at the good old age of seventy-five
years, and was buried at Mt. Hope Cemetery.

FIRS BUILDING IN ROCHESTER.

The history of the site now occupied by the center and western portions
of Powers Block isveally the history of that part of Rochester lying west of
the (ienesee River, and extends mearly to the foundation of the village
itself, For although the city dates back to the erection of a suw-mill on the
east side of the river, in 1808, there was no recognized community of settlers
for three or four years later. The lot which forins the subject of this hrief
notice, and which was (so far as is known) the first ever purchased on the
west side, was bought from Col. Nathaniel Rochester, by Henry Skinner,
and was In the possession of the latter when he contracted with Hamlet
Serantom to build him a log house oo the present corner. The building was
commenced early in 1812, and in May of that year Mr. Scrantom completed
the'structure by roofing it with slabs brought from the saw-mill above men-
tioned, which were floated neross at the rapids, as the bridge was not then
completed. On the fourth of July, 1812, the hnuse} was first occupied, and the
celabration of the nation's birthday consisted In‘great ‘purt of boufires built
in front of the log hut, a fac-simile f which is given above.

In 1518 Azel Em;\mrt.ll bought the lot and erected a large wooden house
on the corner, moving back the old log hut and using it as a stable for the
hotel—the Ensworth house—which stood in its former place. Mr, Ensworth
was the landlord of his own tavern, and a few years later he added to it an
attic, which was the first room in Rochester used as a public hall. It was
brought into service as a eoncert room. ball room, lecture room and theater;
in 1824 the first concert ever heard in this city was given by Phillip Phillips—
who had from a sallor b the leading vueaﬁsl'. of the country
—and among those who figurvd in the private theatricals there performed
about that time was Daniel D, Barnard and Alpheus Bingham, who after-
wards became so promivent in State politics.
