China Needs New Liberator 
In Her Fight for Freedom 

The most tragic aftermath of World War II i. the fatc of 
China. 

There is no doubt in the mind of any. thinking person that 
the Chinese are a great and a useful people; that it shonld he 
GIle of the great nations of the world. 

For centuries its progress was stifled by a succession of auto­
era tic dynasties that enriched the few but enslaved the many. 

There was widespread rejoicing when the late Dr. Sun Yat 
Sen founded the Chinese Repnblic. For a few years, it appeared 
that slumbering China was to throw off the sbackles and realize 
ite potentialities. 

When Sun Yat Sen died, his republic expired. 
, Chjna has degenerated again to an enslaved aggregation of 
morc than 400,0000,000 people. 

Chiang Kai Shek and tbe Soong family into which he mar· 
ried , d rapcd tbemselves in the cloak of Sun Yat Sen. 

For a time, the people helievcd it fit. So did the government 
of the United States. 

But events proved that the cloak was soon to become tbt·ead· 
bare and to rusappear altogether in the trasb hag of punctured 
oriental dreams. 

Chiang has tl1e people with him. They were ready and will. 
ing to fight for theil' freedom against any oppressor. The United 
States showered its financial, military and moral aid upon the 
Genera lissimo. 

What happened? Simply this: 
Chiang and his inner group created a new ruling dynasty. 

They lived in luxury while their people slaved in want. 
When World War II eventually found the J aps on the side 

of the Nazis and Italian Fascists and that other generalissimo 
Franco, the Chinese ruler was embraced as a bulwark against the 
.would-be world conquerors from the Orient. 

But Chiang and his corrupt war lords pocketed most of the 
money we sent them to use for supplies and soldier upkeep 
against the J aps. 
. Most of his miJitary efforts were devoted to. a civil war 
88ainst the Agrarian (later Comll4unist) peasants. He did prac-

McCall's magazine. 

The movie star relatcs that 
the family had a summer place 
at Canandaigua Lake where they 
went for three months each 
year to escape the hot city. HiB 
father, a successful physician, 
acted as country doctor and 
boon companion to the local 
farmers. His mother, known far 
and wide as Lady Maud, played 
the role of lady of the manor. 

Bogey recalls that even in the 
country in summer, his mother's 
tall, stiff-backed, hourglass fig­
ure was decked out in a white 
duck skirt and a crisp white 
blouse. When It rained she 
topped her costume with a white 
raincoat, a lavender scarf and 
white rubber boots. Black boots, 
to her, were plebian. They were 
not In keeping with either her 
background or her social posi­
tion. And if white ones startled -
people it was all right with her. 
She had been startling people 
all her life. 

She was also known as Maud 
Humphrey and became famous 
as a brilliant and highly paid 
commercial artist. In the de­
cades around the turn of the 
eentury the "Maud Humphrey 
baby" was · perhaps the most 
celebrated child in the world.

Surely, a man with such a re­
cord deserves prompt and fair 
adj udication of its case-in or­
der that he might eHiller resume 
an honorable place in pubUc life, 
or, if found guilty, be dealt the 
punishment that goes to anyone 
unfaithful to a trust. 

What strikes me as odd is the 
manner ' in which the accepted 
concepts of· American justice 
have been subverted by those in 
Congress, who have commented 
upon the unsatisfactory outcome 
Of the first trial of Hiss. 

Under our system of justice, 
any defendant is presumed to be 
innocent until proven guilty, be­
yond a reaso~able doubt. 

Yet, when the Hiss jury re­
ported it was un~ble to agree, 
cause four members of the jury 
insisted to the very end that they 
held such reasonable doubt of 
the defendant's guilt, there were 
cries from certain sections of the 
Congress that the umpire wasn't 
fair and that one of th~ jurors 
was biased, and so on. 

American judges have held in 
the past that it is better, by far, 
that ten guilty men go free than 
have one innocent man suffel' an 
unjust conviction. . 

At least, that is the reasoning 
behind our laws, which demand 
that all reasonable doubts lie re­
solved, ana that the verdict be 
unanimous. 

It is not strange at all that 
most of this "umpire-baiting" 
comes from members of the 
House of the UnAmerican Activ­
ities Committee. In fact, it is 
clearly understandable. 

For the record of that inqui­
sitory body demonstrates clearly 
that it considers accusation tan­
tamount -to conviction. 

In all this, too, oQ,e wonders 
why the zealous Attorney Gen­
eral Tom Clark, who tells the na­
tion he will spe~d the perjury 
trial of Hiss so rapidly, seems in 
no hurry to prosecute' other cas­
es of the same crime.

That'll be the fourth round.

&tory of this overheated Summer 
_ . and any other labor activity 
will make news as old as a sa-
loon piano. . 

Back of it, with almost caval­
eade overtones, is labor's quiet 
jockeying for power, not in this 
strike situation, but in' prepar­
ation for the showdown with in­
dustry which comes a year or 
two from now; when steel . and 
auto and electrical gadget pro­
duction , among all the rest, will 
be cut almost in half.

Borers in Cucumbers: Severa·l 

readers have complained of 
borer injury to cucu,mbers and 
squash. There is little that can 
be done now to control this 
pest. By treating the stems and 
UNlin runners w ith rotenone 
dust or spray, or with a strong 
solution of nicotine sulfate, you 
kiN the young borers before 
they enter. Trea,tment should 
have started 'about June 20th 
in this ter ritory.

The passing of Al Shean brings to mind the Great Accident In 

the lives of two performers who were getting by, and no more, when 
a young actorhBryan Foy, now a big screen producer greeted them 
backstage wit, "How are you, Mr. Galfagher? How are you, Mr. 
Shean?" It had a lllt. In his dressing-room, Bryn1e, who was troup­
ing with his old man, Eddie Foy, and . aU his six brothers and sis­
ters, jotted down what in troupers' parlance is called a "hinkey­
dee "-one short verse and many short choruses, each with a 
comedy punch-llne. Thus "Mr. Gallagher and Mr. Shean" was 
bOrn. And thus the team skyrocketed-headlined, played the Zieg­
feld "Follies," sold milllons of records, were fought over at law by 
the two mightiest show-business rivals, the Shuberts and Klaw and 
Erlanger. Foy never got any public credit for originating the in­
fectious jingle. But Gallagher and Shean didn't forget him-they 
gave him a cigaTette case! 

J.udy Garland sings "1 Don't Care" in "Good Old Summertime" 
now at the Radio City Music Hall. That was written for 'Eva Tan­
guay by Blanche Merrill. The song didn't "make" Tanguay who 
was already a topliner, but it was the hottest thing she had ever 
done and became identified with her. She paid Blanche some $200 
for it-I believe Metro came across with thousands, more than 30 
years later, for the use of it in the film . . . Jack Yellen, who has 
been on Sophie Tucker's payroll for decades, writing hundreds of 
"special mater~al" songs for her, had nothing to do with the theme 
number that every audience still calls for , "Some of These Days." 
Shelton Brooks, the Negro piano-player who composed that, also 
knocked off "Darktewn Strutters' Ball," which Joe Frisco used 
ever since. 

F1'itzi Scheff was the first to sing "Kiss Me Again," from Victor ' 
Herbert's "Mlle. Modiste," and has made a career of rendering it 
ever since .. . Pat-Rooney's father featured "Sweet Rosie O'Grady," 
and when Pat Rooney, Jr. , followed in his dancing footsteps, he did 
it to a made-to-order waltz, appropriately called "The D'aughter of 
Rosie O'Grady" .. . Fannie Brice and Nora Bayes were outstanding 
stars who reached new popularity with "My Man" and "Shtne On 
Harvest Moon," respectively; "Moon" was by Jack Norworth, who 
was then Nora's husband and partner. 

Paul Whiteman was the nation's foremost jazz conductor when 
George Gershiwn showed him his "Rhapsody in Blue," which made 
Paul a concert star at Carnegie Hall ... Thousands of tenors have 
given forth with the tragic clown's lament from "11 Pagliacci," but -
the old red label plater by Caruso has made it his forever . .. George 
M. Cohan usually gave his best numbers to other actors, but hE!'

Osmena ·s a sort of a deity in the Philippines. His fight for in­

dependence goes back to Spanish days, when he and another 
young rebel, named Quezon, were undermining the dons. After 
the U. S. took over Quezon and Osmena accepted American 
stewardship instead of the mulish intranigeance of Aguinaldo, but 
always looked forward to the goal of independence. 

Quezon was sincere but bombastic, sought the limelight; 
Osmena was scholarly and retiring but the brains of the party. He 
pushed Quezon ahead, then followed in ·his footsteps in each post. 
When Quezon was elected first President, Osmena became the 
Vice President. 

When the Japs took over Manila, Quezon, Osmena and Mac­
Arthur left Corregidor together by submarine. 

After a perilous trip to Australia, through Jap-infested waters, 
Quezon and Osmena came to Washington, where they set up a 
government in exile. 

Quezon was suffering from tuberculosis. Osmena was Presi­
dent in fact during all the war years. Quezon died, Osmena became 
the second President. He was deep in his 'lOs at the last election. 
His chief opponent was a much younger man. Osmena was a na­
tional idol, but the campagin was fought chiefly on the isue of his 
advanced age, which was ballyhooed as a handicap in the difficult 
and desperate post-war days. ----

Roxas was elected and Osmena went into rural retirement. But 
the man who was 30 years younger dropped dead soon after he 
took office. Vice President Quirino succeeded him. 

The country is beset by danger from the right and the left. 
Anarchists, Reds, Jap collaborators, Huks and fascists all are con­
spring, spying, propagandizing, pulling in different directions. 
Though friendly on the surface to the powerful U. S., which main­
tains rrtllltary bases in the islands, Flllpinos are bitter against us. 
During the half-century under the American flag they were never 
treated as equals, were not U. S. dtizens, Uke Puerto Ricans, were 
ineligible to' enter the U. S. And they are proud Orientals. 

So do not be surprised if Osmena, nearing 'SO, reemerges as the 
strong man. To most Filipinos that would be like George Washing­
ton coming back to Ufe for us, when a Harry Truman is in the 
White House. •

That changed as 
the rich mobsters' children grew up and went to college; as the 
crooked cash was invested in legitimate enterprises; as they 
acquired country estates, instead of grouping up at resorts fre­
quented only by their ~ind.

They go to what lengths ' they can, these days, to kill news 

stories. They slip $100 bills in the breast-pockets of newspapermen 
and hurry away. None of them ever tried to bribe me, but they did 
buy off an out-of-town correspondent whom I querried for details 
on a polltico-criminal set-up. He acknowledged the asignment with 
enthusiasm. A few days later he sent me a long, fuzzy wire, stat­
ing no such situation existed. I pinned down one of the top opera­
'tors here, in New York, who admitted one of his henchmen had 
stymied the tale, and he told me how much that cost him. In all 
my working years, I had rarely heard of a reporter selling out. The 
practice is still highly unusual. But it is no longer unknown. 

Not only do these mobst.ers pay, but they have too many re­
porters enthralled, so they shade for them. That is a condition 
found in many walks of Ufe and callings. most pronouncedly among 
actors. This type is known as gangster-lovers. They are flattered 
when important outlaws invite them to have a drink, or stop to 
pass the time of day with them. I have had hundreds of letters, 
saying in effect, "You know such people. Could you fix· it for me 
to meet one of them 1" These come from respectable people, at 
least half of them women. I have yet to receive a request for an 
intrOduction to a preacher, a teacher or a scientist.

Are Elms Doomed? The state-
lyelm, without dou·bt the 'most 
commoly phnted ornamental 
tree in the northeast, is doomed. 
The greatest dMwrbaek of the 
tree is its susceptibility to in­
sect attack and disease. The re­
cent drought did much to weak­
en elms. 1'hose 'shot-gun" holes 
in ' most elm trees now are due 
to the elm leaf beette, which is 
especially destructive in dry 
seasons. In the spring the 
beetle chews the leaves; later 
in July and August, the grubs 
w.hich hatch from eggs laid on 
~he leaf also attack and skelet­
onize the foliage. These beetles 
weaken the tree and prediscope 
it to the - Dutch Elm Disease. 
By spraying in Spring and mid­
summer with arsenate of lead, 
you kill both the elm leaf beetle 
and cankerworm. An early fall 
spray is helpful if Japanese ' 
heetles are on the loose. 

African Violets: Next to prop­
er watering, snipping off faded 
blossoms is most irriportant. 
Snip them all off to prevent-the 
plant from goi.ng to seed: That 

. takes good energy, and unless 
you want to sow the seed it's 
worthless. Blue Boy is the 
standal'd varfety of African 
Violet. It's good variety with 
'large-sized navy blue flowers 
that show a slightly violet tinge 
and' conspkuous gold flower 
parts. Divide your plant;, any 
time. Leaf cuttings may also be 
made anytime when healthy 
'leaves are available. You· can 
also sow seed, although thJ.s 
takes much longer. 

Brown Evergreens: If your 
evergreen trees have turned yel­
low or brown and needles have 
shed, look for the work of red 
spiders. This pest is<. one of the 
worst you'll ever have to con­
tend with. Red spiders, tiny 
mites so anal·} yoo can't see 
them, attack arborivtae, hem­
lock, spruce and fir. They suck 
juices from needles causing yel­
low-bl'ownish areas. Control: 
Use a pyrethrum - rotenone 
spray· or nicotine sulfate. Don't 
use DDT as this kills off natural 
enemies of red spiders, and per­
mits freedOm to reproduce. If

TJte vege­
b"le') you have to worry about 
pr, onions, sweet potatoes, 
pumpkins and squash. A pump­
kin~. ts mature 'when the shell 
Is nrm, when it is no lo~ger 
110ft. Usually the stem ,will be 
s\riv~d and the vines wUl 
have started to die. Gi·ve the 
squash the same ripe test as 
pumpkin. ' 

You can tell when onions are 
ripe by the way the plant dies. 
When the plant starts to die 
right above the neck of the 
onion, even though the tip still 
may be green, then the onion 
18 ripening. But if the top starts 
~ die, with the plant still green 
,ust a bove the neck of the 
~nion, then something beside 
t1atural ripening is ' causi ng the 
onion plant to die. 

Most important in selecting 
onions for. . ~ftorage is to .have 
that thick part of the plant just 
above the neck, well-dl'ied. If 
you store it while green, the 
onion won't keep in storage and 
will rot the rest. Cabbage is rna­
tur~when the heads are fi,rm. 

Don' t store carrots, beets, 
turnips, celery, and pars,nips 
until next month. Leave them 
out 'Until then since frosts won't 
hurt these vegetables. 

Strawberries: Fall is a poor 
time to plant strawberries. 
Spring is the best time. If you 
want a good strawberry patch 
started, order your plants for 
next spring and plant eady. The 
earlier you get them out, the 
better will be your chances of 
having a good strawberry crop 
the next year.

Cru.saaer Brady ordered an 
immediate inspection of the 
firefighting equipn~nt at the 
rusposal of the city in Charlotte 
Harbor. He announc.ed furbher 
plans to inspect all boats visit­
ing the city. 

What he failed to men t ion is 
that no important pleasure 
'boa 1'5 - other than the Ki.ngs­
ton and the car ferries - are 
likely to disturb Rochester's 
harbor fGr some time to come. 

Nor does he indicate how he 
would know whether or not a 
boat was- safe frGm a Noron ic­
type disaster. 

But the silliest port ion of tlhe 
Brady edict is that in which he 
promises to forbid any unsafe 
boat from docking in Roche ­
ter's harbo·r_ 

Presumably. it is aJI righ 
with the commissioner if t.h e, 
diJSaster happened out in the 
la.ke, i.n Toronto harbor or an 
other place. To carry his idea 
to its logical conclusion, all 
wouJd have been well in Tor­
onto, if the city authoritie 
the.re had forbidden the Nor­
onic to dock in the Canadian 
port. 

Very plainly. the ci ty of Tor­
onto didn't suffer much from 
t his horrible ship fke. The 
holocaust hit the unfortuna te 
passengers. It could he the same 
if a ship, do.cked in Rochester 
harbor, were to suf.fer a similar 
fate . 

Br ady's latest boner reminds 
us of the theatrical critici·sm 
written by the late Heywood 
Br O'Un , after viewing a Broad­
way play, starring a Hollywood 
veteran , Montagu Love, Broun 
w'rote:

Republican Stalwart Daniel 
E. Macken, 12th Ward Super­
visor, was appointed chairman. 
At that time he promised that 
the committee would have a 
"complete and thorough" report 
within six to eight weeks. 

"That," says Rauber, "was 
last December. Nothing ex­
cept rumors has been heard 
from' the committee since." 

One of the strongest of those 
rumors is that the committee 
will actually make its report 
this weekend. And, say the in­
formants, the report will be a 
complete whitewash of the de­
partment. 

In August, when Rauber ask­
ed for a report from the com­
mittee, Macken said that he 
wouldn' t allow any "political 
factions" to hurry the commit­
tee. 

But Saturdayis meeting will 
be the final session before elec­
tion. And many doubf that the 
hard-pressed Republican organ­
·ization will go into the election 
without some attempt at ex­
plaining away the type of ad­
ministration it has given the 
largest welfare bud~t in county 
history. . 

Hence Rauber may not have 
to fight for the report. 

The whitewash buckets may 
be given a workout sooner than 
he expects.

chance cross~ng the sha·ky 
bridge. On the bri~ge itself is 
an even more dGngerous con­
dition. Many of the planks are 
rotting - others are gone al­
together. In fact, directly over 
one pair of tracks is a hole 32 
inches wide thx:ough which any 
child could plunge to its death. 

A reputable building con~ 
tractor has estimated that it 
would cost $200 to repair t~ 
bridge, It is also estimated that 
the cost of blocking the bridge 
off might run as high as $10 or 
$15 for lumber, plus the cost 
of hammering it up. 

But the bridge goes unblock­
ed and unrepalired. Here is 
what Commissioner Brady says 
about it: 

. "The Department of Public 
Works estimates that the cost 
of rehabilitating - the bridge 
in accordance with good en­
gineering practice would be 
betwccn $15,000 and $11,000 
•.. this would be quite a 
strain upon- the budget for 
1949,"
