sketches above. 
He could not, of course, point 

out all the many successful ac­
complishments of the prominent 
Rochesterian, his numerous phil­
anthropies and the honors that 
have been accorded him. 

The details could not be related 
in brief, but lightning-sketch 
artist Moranz has performed an 
excellent job of saying as much as 
possible in the smallest amount 
of space. 
Moranz makes his pen talk. 

Sometime this week he will char­
acterize another local personality. 
He will follow with others in daily 
succession until he has sketched 
approximately fifty of our out­
standing business and social 
leaders.
