SOME REASONS WHY NAMES ARE NOT FOUND IN THE DIRECTORY.

Many persons miss of finding names on account of not knowing how to look
for them. A slight variation in spelling will place names almost exactly alike,
far apart. For instance,—such names as Brown, Browne, Braun, though pro-
nounced the same, and really the same name, are found in different places in
the directory. So, also, with Connor, Conner, Connors, O'Connor, and many
others, each has its own place.

The pronunciation of Foreign names usually varies from the pronunciation
of such names in English. For instance,—if an Irishman gives his name as
Agan, it is probably spelled Egan or Eagan. So, Mar, spelled Meagher or
Mauaber; Fay, spelled Fahy, &c. In names of nearly all European languages
the sounds of the vowels are usually as follows:—a is ah, e isd, iisé, oiso,
u is 55. In German names ei and ai are pronounced like i, ie like &, au like ow,
eu like oi; ] is pronounced like y, w nearly like v, dt and th like t, &c. Thus,
& name which is pronounced Yack, is spelled Jack: Young, Jonge; Roiter,
Reuter; Keefer, Kiefer; Line, Lein.  Owing to the difficulty which foreigners
find in getting their names properly pronounced by the Americans with whom
they come in contact, they frequently make very decided changes in them:
taking sometimes an English name which sounds similar to theirs, as Gilbert
for Gebhardt, Rice for Reis, Cole for Kohl, &c.; sometimes translating their
names, as Blanc changed to White, Stein to Stone, &c. Frequently, members
of the same family, both Foreign and American, will spell their names in two
or three different ways, as Ballantyne, Ballantine, Ballintine; sometimes men
.bear two or threc names, being known by one in their family, another in the
shop, and perhaps still another among their associates.
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
