HOLIDAYS.

There are eight public holidays :-—New Years Day, 18t of January; Washington's Birthday, 224
February; Memorial Day, 30th May; Independence Day, 4th of July; Labor Day, 1st Monday in
September; Tuesday following the first Monday in November or day of State election; any day ap-
pointed by the Governor of the State or President of the United States, as a day of public fast or
thanksgiving ; Christmas Day, 25th of December; aleo every Saturday, from 12 o0’clock noon until
12 o’clock midnight.

When a public holiday falls upon Sunday, the following Monday becomes a public holiday.

Notes falling due on Saturday, Sunday, or any public holiday, are payable on the business day
next succeeding.

Accepted drafts should be treated as * paper made and dated *’ at time of acceptance.

Arbor Day, the first Saturday after May 1st, is not & public holiday.

SOME REASONS WHY NAMES ARE NOT FOUND IN THE DIRECTORY.

Many persons fail to find names on account of not knowing where to look for them, A slight
variation in spelling will place names almost exactly alike, far apart. For instance—such names as
Brown, Browne, Braun, though pronounced the same, and really the same name, are found in differ-
-ent places in the Directory. So, also, of Conner, Connor, Connors, O'Connor, and many others, each
has its own place.

The pronunciation of foreign names usually varies from the pronunciation of such names in
English, ~ For instance—if af Irlshman gronounces his name Agan, it is probably spelled Eagan or
Egan. So, Mar, spelled Meagher or Mahr ; Fay, spelled Fahy, etc. In names of nearly all European
languages, the sounds of the vowels are usually as follows :—a is ah, e i8 &, 1 18 8, 0 i8 0, u is oo.

In German names, ei and ai are pronounced like 1, ie like 8, an like ow, eu like oi ; j is pro-
nounced like y, w nearly like v, dt and th like t, etc. Thus, a name which {8 pronounced Yack,
may be spelled Jack ; Young, Jonge ; Roiter, Reuter ; Keefer, Kiefer; Line, Lein; and they must be
looked for as spelled, not as pronounced.

The letters 4, 8, f1, in 8 German name, are equivalent to ae, oe, ue, and the name skould be looked
Joras if the e appeared.

Owing to the difficulty which foreigners find in [gettlng their names properly pronounced by the
Americans with whom they come in contact, they frequently make very decided changes in them ;
taking sometimes an English name which sounds similar to theirs—as Gilbert for Gebhardt, Rice for
Reis, Cole for Kohl, etc.; sometimes trunslating their names, as Blanc changed to White, Stein to
Stone, ctc,

Sometimes, members of the same family spell their names in two or three different ways ; as
Ballantyne, Bnilnntlne, Ballintine ; sometimes men bear two or three names, being known by one in
their laml!{, another in the shop, and perhaps «till another among their assoclates,

By enactment of the legislature, all positions in the public service of Rochester (excepting those
‘filled by public election, the heads of departments, and positions under the city treasurer, or the
Board of Education), must be filled from applicants who have successfully passed an examination by
& board of civil service examiners.

Two Boards, consisting of three members each, are appointed by the mayor, and not more than
two members can be of the rame political party.

‘Whenever & position is to be filled, the examining board will notify the applicants on record, or
such number of them as can be conveniently examlned, to appear for exanination, and appoint-
ments must be made by the appointing power from the three on the list of the hlg}xest standing,
Soldiers or sailors serv?;lg in the war of the rebellion, having any standing on the lst, and
otherwise equally competent, have the preference.
