The school was opened- first with instruction in Drawing only, but other branches have been
added which cultivate the ssthetic as well as the practical side of life, as demand has arisen and
opportunity occurred for them, until now in the Industrial and Fine Arts Department there are
cﬁmes in Architectural, Mechanical, Pen and Ink and Freehand Drawing, Designing, Clay Modeling,
Manual Training, China Decorating, Water-color and Oil Painting, Mathematics and Electricity.

In 1892 a favorable opportunity for securing the;groPeny now occupied for a permanefit home
for the Institute occurred, and a beginning was made in Domestic 8 by opening & king
School. This was continued through the years 1898-4, with the addition of Sewing, Dresemaking,
Millinery, Lanndry Work, and Home Science.

The classes are open to all, without distinction of nationality, sex, creed, or color; 1,700 pupils
have attended the Institute during the year ending June 1, 1897; 830 of these were in the Department
of Domestic Science; 870 in the Department of Industrial and Fine Arts.

The expense of conducting the Rochester Athenzum and Mechanics Institute is met chieﬂgobuy
voluntary contributions from the citizens of Rochester. The receifﬂa for tuition amount to about
one-half of the expense. Like similar institutions not yet endowed, it depends for eupPort upon the
generosity of those who, with us, are interested in providing the best possible opportunities for those
who are anxious to acquire an industrial and practical education.
