The Board has power to let all contracts made by the city in pursnance of anﬂ ordinance, except
such as are by law required to be made otherwise, and has oversight of the work and of paying for
it. The Street Department, Water Works Department, and Fire Department are under its care.

WATER WORKS DEPARTMENT.

The original Water Works were begun in Ju%y., 1873, and completed in February, 1876. They
embrace two distinct systems of water distribution from two separate sources. _The first or dpnncipal
one is the gravity system from Hemlock Lake as source, which now includes two conduits and
258.686 miles of d‘.,istributing pipe; the second is the Holly éysgem, which derives its supply from the
Genesee River and serves essentially in affording a more eflicient fire protection in the céntral and
manufacturing districts of the city, the extent of distributing pipe connected therewith being 18.626
miles Jannary 1, 1899. Total length of distributing pipes, in city, of both systems, 277.312 miles.

The original condult consists of 9.627 miles of 36-inch, and 2.92 miles of 24-inch wrought-iron
riveted pipe, and 15.70 miles of 24-inch cast-iron pipe ; total length of old conduit is 28.247 miles.

The new conduit consists of 2.252 miles of brick conduit 6 feet in diameter, and 25.94 miles of
38-inch riveted steel pipe, with 0.25 miles of 36-inch .cast-iron pipe; total length of new conduit,
28.44 miles; total length of conduits and distributing pipes January 1, 1899, 334 miles.
