This is not
intended to take the place of the branch libraries, though it contains practically all titles of adult books to
be found in the branches. It also has many books that can not be obtained in any branch. It has no
room and no books for children.

It contains an open shelf room, similar to a branch; a reference room, which is for more extensive
and convenient study than is possible at the branches; a periodical room with a list of current magazines
four times as large as that at the branches.

The branch libraries contain chiefiy popular books for home use, but also works for use in the library
only, such as dictionaries, cyclopedias, and other frequently needed reference books carefully selected for
their merit and suitability. Each of the branch libraries is open every day in the year from 2 to 9 rp.M.
for reference and circulation.
